Rules and conditions 

 
1. Exhibits can be the sole work of the exhibitor or commissioned by a 

professional. However, the item commissioned must be made using fibre 
produced by the exhibitors herd. 

 

2. Each exhibit must consist of a garment or craft made using a minimum of 
50% alpaca fibre/yarn. 

 

3. All entries must be original works which have not been entered at NIAG 
craft show previously. 

 

4. It is acceptable to use alpaca fibre/yarn from any country. However 
additional credit will be awarded where the fibre is from a N. Ireland 
based alpaca and both the animal and farm are named over leaf. 

 
5. Crafts will be judged in the following classes :- 

1. Hand spun yarn, 2. Mill spun yarn, 3. Knitted, 4. Crocheted, 5. Woven, 
6. Felted, 7. Miscellaneous. 

 

6. Judges decision will be final at all stages of the competition. 
 

7. Exhibits are displayed at owners risk. 
 

8. Exhibits must be in place for judging by 11am and cannot be removed 
before 4pm. 

 

9. Closing date for entries 31st October 2023.
